After the recent rejection of the proposed directive on computer-implemented
inventions by the European Parliament, the political turmoil and emotions
surrounding the subject are cooling down.

At the same time, the fundamental questions about intellectual property rights

This is, therefore, the right moment to resume
the debate about the fundamentals of a patenting system and to explore the
desirability and possibility to establish IPR on software and to consider new
systems to do so.
